·  Force padlocks using a Duck-bill Lock-breaker, and the “irons” 
 

·  Force a “Chinese” padlock using a screwdriver 
 

·  Cut a padlock with a power saw 
 

·  Perform at least 10 cuts with a power saw of various heights & saw orientation to 
simulate the removal of window bars 

 

·  Cut a simulated American Series 2000 padlock with a power-saw 
 

·  Pull several lock cylinders using the “irons”, a “K-Tool”, and/or a “Rex-Tool” 
 

·  Receive ample hands-on time using through-the-lock techniques to manipulate 
hundreds of locks on display
